We arrive in Sarajevo early in the morning and set off for a panoramic tour of the city. Sarajevo
has been home to many different civilizations throughout history, and it is a region where
different ethnic groups have lived together peacefully for centuries. Even today, you can see a
mosque, a synagogue, and a church all at the same time. This feature makes the city a "meeting
point of cultures." Upon arrival, we will disembark from our vehicle in Basc¢arsija, famous for
its narrow streets, traditional shops, and cafes dating back to the Ottoman period, and begin our
walking tour. During our tour of BascarSija, we will see Sebilj Square, the Copper Bazaar,
Ferhadija Street where you can experience both the Ottoman and Austro-Hungarian
atmospheres, the Latin Bridge where the event that triggered the First World War took place,
and the Cathedral of the Heart of Jesus. Our tour will end at the Eternal Flame Memorial, erected
in memory of those who gave their lives for Yugoslavia's independence in the Second World
War. After the free time given by our guide, we will transfer to our hotel and check into our
rooms.

Pocitel — Blagaj — Mostar — Saraybosna

Uyanma ve kahvaltinin ardindan, kiiltiirel etkilesim programimizda ilk olarak Pociel kdytinii
ziyaret etmek i¢in yola ¢ikiyoruz. Yol boyunca bize eslik edecek Neretva Nehri’nin muhtesem
manzaralan esliginde Pocitel’e vartyoruz. Osmanli imparatorlugu déneminde sinir karakolu
olarak konumlanan koy bugiin de Bosna Hersek’in Hirvatistan sinirina dogru son yerlesim
noktasidir. Burada verecegimiz serbest zamanda ister kdy kahvesinde bir seyler igebilir ister
koyiin i¢lerine dogru bir yiiriiylis yapabilirsiniz. Koyiin kalesinden Neretva manzarasi essizdir.
Buradaki ziyaretimizin ardindan Blagaj beldesine ve restoranimiza dogru yola ¢ikiyoruz. Ogle
yemegimizi aldiktan sonra doga harikasi Buna Nehri’nin kaynaginda konumlanmis Blagaj
Dervis Tekkesi’ni ziyaret ediyoruz. Hikayesini dinledigimiz tekkede verilecek fotograf
molasindan sonra Mostar’a dogru yola ¢ikiyoruz. Mostar'a varigimizla birlikte aracimizdan
inip; dar tas sokaklari, geleneksel Bosna evleri ve ¢esitli diikkanlar1 ile tinlii Mostar Eski
Kopriisti Bolgesi'ne dogru yiirliyoruz. Burada gorecegimiz en onemli eser Mostar Kopriisii
olacak. Mostar Ké&priisii, Osmanli Imparatorlugu déneminde 16. yiizyilin ortalarinda Mimar
Sinan'in dgrencisi Mimar Hayreddin tarafindan insa edilen koprii, tipik Osmanli mimarisi
orneklerinden biridir. Kesme tas kullanilarak insa edilen kdprii donemin estetik ve miithendislik
basarilarini yansitmaktadir. Bosna Savasi sirasinda, 1993 yilinda Mostar Kopriisii Hirvat
topgular1 tarafindan yikilmistir. Bu olay, kopriiniin sembolik degerini ve kiiltiirel dnemini
vurgulayan bir trajedi haline gelmistir. Ancak uluslararasi toplumun destegiyle, koprii 2004
yilinda orijinal planlarina sadik kalarak yeniden insa edilmistir. Mostar ziyaretimizde
gorecegimiz bir diger onemli eser de Koski Mehmet Paga Camii'dir. Cami, 1617-1618 yillar
arasinda Osmanli veziri ve Bosna Valisi Kopriiliit Mehmed Pagsa'nin torunu Kogi Bey tarafindan
yaptirilmigtir. Caminin adi, yaptiranin adindan gelmektedir. Tipik Osmanli mimarisinin
etkileyici bir 6rnegi olan tek kubbeli yapidir. Kesme tas kullanilarak insa edilmis olan cami,
zarif siislemeler ve Osmanli mimarisine 6zgii detaylar igerir. Bosna Savasi sirasinda zarar géren
cami, uluslararas1 destek ve cabalarla restore edilmistir. Mostar'da verilecek kisa serbest
zamanin ardindan bagkent Saraybosna'ya dogru yola ¢ikiyoruz. Varisin ardindan otelimize
transfer.

DAY 3

May 7, 2026
Thursday

Pocitelj — Blagaj — Mostar — Sarajevo

After waking up and having breakfast, our cultural exchange program begins with a visit to the
village of Pocitel. We arrive in Pocitel, accompanied by the magnificent views of the Neretva
River along the way. Located in the Ottoman Empire era as a border outpost, the village is today
the last settlement on the Bosnian border with Croatia. During our free time here, you can either
have a drink at the village café or take a walk into the village. The view of the Neretva from the
village fortress is unparalleled. After our visit here, we head to the town of Blagaj and our
restaurant. After lunch, we visit the Blagaj Dervish Tekke, located at the source of the natural
wonder, the Buna River. After a photo stop at the tekke, where we will listen to its story, we set
off for Mostar. Upon arrival in Mostar, we disembark from our vehicle and walk towards the
Mostar Old Bridge area, famous for its narrow stone streets, traditional Bosnian houses, and
various shops. The most important landmark we will see here is the Mostar Bridge. The Mostar
Bridge, built in the mid-16th century during the Ottoman Empire by architect Hayreddin, a
student of Mimar Sinan, is a typical example of Ottoman architecture. Constructed using cut
stone, the bridge reflects the aesthetic and engineering achievements of its time. During the
Bosnian War, in 1993, the Mostar Bridge was destroyed by Croatian artillery. This event
became a tragedy that underscored the bridge's symbolic value and cultural importance.
However, with the support of the international community, the bridge was rebuilt in 2004,
adhering to its original plans. Another important landmark we will see during our visit to Mostar
is the Koski Mehmet Pasha Mosque. The mosque was built between 1617 and 1618 by Koci
Bey, the grandson of Kopriilii Mehmed Pasha, the Ottoman vizier and governor of Bosnia. The
mosque takes its name from its builder. It is a single-domed structure, an impressive example
of typical Ottoman architecture. Built using cut stone, the mosque features elegant decorations
and details characteristic of Ottoman architecture. Damaged during the Bosnian War, the
mosque was restored with international support and efforts. After a short free time in Mostar,
we will depart for the capital, Sarajevo. Upon arrival, transfer to our hotel.

Travnik, Osmanli doneminde Bosna valilerinin merkezi olmus bir schir olarak unliidiir.
Alacagimiz 6gle yemeginin ardindan sehir ziyeretine basliyoruz. Burada gérecegimiz énemli
yerler; Osmanli doneminden beri faaliyetine devam eden ve medrese egitimi hakkinda fikir
sahibi olmamizi saglayacak Elgi Ibrahim Pasa Medresesi, Travnik Kalesi, renkli siislemeleri ile
tinlii; Osmanli mimarisinin zarif bir 6rnegi olan Alaca Cami (Siileymaniye Camii), Nobel
odiillii yazar Ivo Andri¢'in dogdugu ev (disaridan) ve Fatih Sultan Mehmet'in abdest aldig
rivayet edilen Plava Voda olacak. Verilecek serbest zamanin bitiminde Sarabosna’ya doniis.

Vrelo Bosne — Tunnel of Hope — Travnik — Sarajevo

After waking up and having breakfast, on the second day of our cultural exchange program, we
will first visit Vrelo Bosne National Park, the source of the Bosna River and also the source of
drinking water for the city of Sarajevo. With its magnificent flora, springs, streams, and
waterfalls, you can take amazing photos in this park and start your day with a coffee. After our
visit, we will move on to the Tunnel of Hope. Built to maintain Sarajevo's connection with the
outside world during the Bosnian War, this tunnel played a significant role in the city's
liberation. In the video room, we will watch a film depicting the siege of Sarajevo, the situation
before the tunnel, the construction of the tunnel, and the developments after the tunnel. We will
have the opportunity to experience the part of the tunnel that is open to visitors. Afterwards, we
will visit the museum located here, which displays materials used both in the construction of
the tunnel and while it was actively operating. After our visit here, we will set off towards
Travnik. Travnik is famous as a city that served as the center of the Bosnian governors during
the Ottoman period. After lunch, we will begin our city tour. Important sights we will see
include: the El¢i Ibrahim Pasa Madrasa, which has been in operation since the Ottoman period
and will give us insight into madrasa education; Travnik Castle; the Alaca Mosque
(Siileymaniye Mosque), famous for its colorful decorations and an elegant example of Ottoman
architecture; the house where Nobel laureate Ivo Andri¢ was born (exterior view); and Plava
Voda, where it is believed Sultan Mehmed the Conqueror performed his ablutions. After some
free time, we will return to Sarajevo.
